Why is the word God important to Christians? 
-The word God is a name.  
-Christians believe God is the creator of the universe.  
-Christians believe God made our wonderful world and so we should look after it.
	God. 1.1
What do Christians believe God is like?
-Christians believe in God, and that they find out about God in the Bible.  
-Christians believe God is loving, kind, fair and also Lord and Kind; and there are some stories that show this.  
-Christians worship God, and try to live in ways that please him.
	
	
	
	God. 2b.1
What does it mean if God is holy and loving?
-Christians believe God is omnipresent and eternal.  God is worth worshipping.
-Christians believe God is both holy and loving
-God is loving, forgiving, and full of grace. 
-Christians believe God sent his only Son as a sign of love for the world. 
-Christians believe getting to know God is like getting to know a person rather than learning information.

	Creation. 1.2
Who made the world?
-God created the universe. 
-The Earth and everything in it are important to God. 
-God has a unique relationship with human beings as their Creator. 
Humans should care for the world because it belongs to God.
	Creation. 2a.1
What do Christians learn from the creation story?
-God the Creator cares for the creation.
-Christians do their best to listen to God.
-The Bible tells a story about how humans spoiled their friendship with God. 
-The Bible shows that God wants to help people to be close to him and has given them guidelines on good ways to live (such as the Ten Commandments) 
-Christians show that they want to be close to God too, through obedience and worship, which includes saying sorry for falling short.
	
	
	Creation. 2b.2
Creation and science: conflicting or complementary?
-There is much debate and some controversy around the relationship between the accounts of creation in Genesis and contemporary scientific accounts. 
-These debates and controversies relate to the purpose and interpretation of the texts.
-There are many scientists throughout history and now who are Christians. 
-The discoveries of science make Christians wonder even more about the power and majesty of the Creator.

	People of God. 2a.2
What is it like to follow God?

The Old Testament tells the story of a particular group of people, the children of Israel — known as the People of God — and their relationship with God. 
- The People of God try to live in the way God wants, following his commands and worshipping him. - They believe he promises to stay with them and Bible stories show how God keeps his promises.
 - The People of God are meant to show the benefits of having a relationship with God and to attract all other nations to worshipping God. 
-Christians believe that, through Jesus, all people can become the People of God.

	People of God. 2b.3
How can following God bring freedom and justice?

-The Old Testament pieces together the story of the people of God. As their circumstances change to being city dwellers (David)), they have to learn new ways of following God.
-The story of Moses and the Exodus shows how God rescued his people from slavery in Egypt; Christians see this story as looking forward to how Jesus’ death and resurrection also rescue people from slavery to sin.
-Christians apply this idea to living today by trying to serve God and to bring freedom to others: for example, loving others, caring for them, bringing health, food, justice, and telling the story of Jesus.
-Christians see the Christian Church as part of the ongoing story of the People of God, and try to live in a way that attracts others to God: for example, as salt and light in the world.

Why do Christians perform nativity plays at Christmas?
-Christians believe God came to Earth in human form as Jesus. 
-Christians believe Jesus came to show that all people are precious and special to God.

	Incarnation. 1.3
Why does Christmas matter to Christians?
-Christians believe that Jesus is God and that he was born as a baby in Bethlehem.  
-The Bible points out that his birth showed he was extraordinary and that he came to bring good news.  
-Christians celebrate Jesus’ birth; Advent for Christians is a time for getting ready for Jesus coming.  
	
	
	Incarnation. 2a.3
What is the trinity?
-Christians believe Jesus is one of the three persons of the Trinity: God the Father, God the Son and God the Holy Spirit. 
-Christians believe the Father creates; he sends the Son who saves his people; the Son sends the Holy Spirit to his followers.
-Christians worship God as Trinity. 
- Christians believe the Holy Spirit is God’s power at work in the world and in their lives today, enabling them to follow Jesus.
	
	Incarnation. 2b.4
Was Jesus the Messiah?
-Jesus was Jewish. 
-Christians believe Jesus is God in the flesh. 
They believe that his birth, life, death and resurrection were part of a longer plan by God to restore the relationship between humans and God. 
-The Old Testament talks about a ‘rescuer’ or ‘anointed one’ — a messiah. 
-Christians believe that Jesus fulfilled these expectations, and that he is the Messiah. 
-Jewish people do not think Jesus is the Messiah. 
-Christians see Jesus as their Saviour

	Gospel. 1.4
What is the Good news that Jesus brings?
-Christians believe Jesus brings good news for all people. 
-The good news includes being loved by God, and being forgiven for bad things. 
-Christians believe Jesus is a friend to the poor and friendless. 
-Christians believe Jesus’ teachings make people think hard about how to live and show them the right way.
	Gospel. 2a.4
What kind of world did Jesus want?
-Christians believe Jesus challenges everyone about how to live and sets the example for loving God and your neighbour, putting others first. 
-Christians believe Jesus challenges people who pretend to be good (hypocrisy) and shows love and forgiveness to unlikely people. 
-Christians believe Jesus’ life shows what it means to love God (his Father) and love your neighbour.

-Christians today trust that Jesus really did rise from the dead, and so is still alive today. 

-Christians remember and celebrate Jesus’ last week, death and resurrection.

What did Jesus do to save human beings?  
-Christians read the ‘big story’ of the Bible as pointing out the need for God to save people. This salvation includes the ongoing restoration of humans’ relationship with God. 

-The Gospels give accounts of Jesus’ death and resurrection.

 -The New Testament says that Jesus’ death was somehow ‘for us’.

-Christians interpret this in a variety of ways: for example, as a sacrifice for sin; as a victory over sin, death and the devil; paying the punishment as a substitute for everyone’s sins; rescuing the lost and leading them to God; leading from darkness to light, from slavery to freedom.

	Kingdom of God. 2a.6
When Jesus left, what next?
What was the impact of Pentecost?

-Christians believe that Jesus inaugurated the ‘Kingdom of God’ — i.e. Jesus’ whole life was a demonstration of his belief that God is king, not just in heaven but here and now. 

-Christians believe Jesus is still alive, rules in their hearts and lives through the Holy Spirit, if they let him.

-Christians believe that after Jesus returned to be with God the Father, he sent the Holy Spirit at Pentecost to help the Church to make Jesus’ invisible Kingdom visible by living lives that reflect the love of God.

-Christians celebrate Pentecost, as the beginning of the Church.

-Staying connected to Jesus means that the fruit of the Spirit can grow in the lives of Christians.

	
	Kingdom of God. 2b.8
What kind of King is Jesus?

-Jesus told many parables about the Kingdom of God. These suggest that God’s rule has begun, through the life, teaching and example of Jesus, and subsequently through the lives of Christians who live in obedience to God. 

-The parables suggest that there will be a future Kingdom, where God’s reign will be complete.

-The Kingdom is compared to a feast where all are invited to join in. Not everyone chooses to do so. 

-Many Christians try to extend the Kingdom of God by challenging unjust social structures in their locality and in the world.

-Those who are not religious find value in these beliefs
-children to consider how they relate to this in their own lives

	Sikhism.
What does it mean to be Sikh?

-Identify some of the core beliefs of Sikhism, e.g. one God, the message of Guru Nanak, equality and service 
-Make clear links between the Mool Mantar and Sikh beliefs and actions 
-Offer informed suggestions about what some of the teachings of the Gurus mean to Sikhs today.
-Make simple links between the life of at least one of the Gurus and some actions Sikhs take today (e.g. Guru Nanak and the langar; Guru Gobind Singh and the Khalsa) 
-Give some examples that demonstrate that remembering God, working hard and serving others are important to Sikhs today.
-Raise questions about what matters to Sikhs (e.g. equality, service, honest work), and say why they still matter today 
-Make links between key Sikh values and life in the world today, identifying which values would make most difference in pupils’ own lives and in the world today -Talk about what they have learned and whether they have changed their thinking.

	Hinduism.

-What does it mean to be a Hindu in Britain?
-Hindu have different deities, Brahma (Creator), Vishnu (Preserver) and Shiva (Destroyer) who are known as the Trimurti 
-Hindus show their faith within their families in Britain today by performing home puja. 
-Hindus show their faith within their faith communities in Britain today through celebrating Diwali and worshipping at the mandir
-Everyone has a spark of God in them and this influences how Hindus live their lives.

	Being Special: Where do we belong?

-Retell religious stories and make connections with personal experiences
-Recall simply what happens at a traditional Christian Baptism

	How should we care for the world and others?  Why does it matter?

-Offer informed suggestions about the meaning and importance of ceremonies of commitment for religious and non-religious people today.
-Describe what happens in ceremonies of commitment (e.g. baptism, sacred thread, marriage) and say what these rituals mean.
-Make simple links between beliefs about love and commitment and how people in at least two religious traditions live (e.g. through celebrating forgiveness, salvation and freedom at festivals) 
-Identify some differences in how people celebrate commitment.
-Raise questions and suggest answers about whether it is good for everyone to see life as journey, and to mark the milestones 
-Make links between ideas of love, commitment and promises in religious and non-religious ceremonies 
-Give good reasons why they think ceremonies of commitment are or are not valuable today.

-Identify the main beliefs at the heart of religious festivals
