Year 4 Newsletter: Autumn 1

Dear Parents/Carers,

[bookmark: _Hlk176444856]Welcome back to school!  We hope that you have all enjoyed a lovely summer break. As everyone settles back in, we would like to provide you with some information as to what your children will be focusing during this half term. 
This half term in Year 4, the children will be completing works on Science, Geography and R.E. We will be looking at grouping and classifying living things in Science. This will include: grouping plants into flowering and non-flowering plants, understanding the difference between vertebrates and invertebrates and using classification keys. In Geography, we will be focussing on our European neighbour and use atlases to locate countries in Europe and identify their geographical features. In R.E, we will be studying, ‘What is it like to follow God?’. We will be using stories from the Bible to gain insight into how God intends people to live through Christianity.
Maths  
This half term in Year 4, the focus in our maths lessons will be mainly on place value.  We will be focusing on numbers to 10,000 and applying our knowledge to answer reasoning and problem-solving questions. Multiplication tables will be a key focus ready for the multiplication tables check in May. 
English 
This half term in Year 4, we will be writing a character description and a narrative based off well known children’s novels. 
Collective Worship 
This half term is ‘Ordinary Time’ in the church calendar. In our Collective Worship we will be looking at our vision, motto and parable that underpin our school beliefs and values. This half term we will be focussing on our school value of respect and we will be celebrating Harvest time with a visit to church.
Book Bags/Reading Book Changing
Children will bring their school reading book into school every day, as they will be reading on a daily basis. Their books will then be changed and returned as and when required.  
Homework
Homework will be handed out on a Friday and needs to be returned the following Wednesday. Please ensure children complete their homework as this will support learning that has taken place in class.  
Please bear with us as there will be some changes coming to the homework content and further details will follow regarding how it will look this academic year.
