Yer 2 Term 1 - Autumn

Dear Parents/Carers,
Welcome back to school!  We hope that you have all enjoyed a lovely summer break.  Now that everyone has settled back in, we would like to give you some information about what your children will be focusing on and thinking about in school this half term.
Topic
This half term in Year 2, the children will be completing work on science, history, DT and R.E.  We will be looking at classification of types of animals in science, The Great Fire of London in history. In R.E. our topic is Creation and in DT we will be designing a felt pouch.  
Maths
This half term in Year 2, the focus in our maths lessons will mainly be on strengthening our understanding of numbers.  We will develop our number formation, write numbers as words, compare numbers and count in tens to 100. 

English

In our English sessions we will be working hard on our handwriting and correctly punctuating our sentences. We will focus on sitting our letters on the line, holding a pencil correctly and ensuring we use capital letters, finger spaces and full stops in our writing accurately. We are also developing our use of adjectives to make our writing more interesting. 
Reading

The children will read daily to continue to develop their fluency and speed of reading and will bring their book home on a Friday to read with an adult at home. Please read with your child at home as aften as possible each week, sharing your comments with us in your child’s reading record. Some children will be continuing to access daily ‘Read Write Inc’ phonics lessons and other children will be developing their comprehension skills and understanding of different texts. 
Collective Worship

This half term is ‘Ordinary Time’ in the church calendar, and so we will be focusing on some of the key themes of the Christian faith in our Collective Worship.  We will be celebrating Harvest alongside our collective worship sessions with a visit to St. Helen’s church
Other Important Information
The children will be going outside each day at playtime and lunch time so please could you ensure that your child is wearing appropriate clothing and footwear to school every day.

Homework will be given out on a Friday and should be completed by the following Wednesday.

Weekly spellings covering the common exception words for each year group. Year 2 will have 10 spellings. These will be sent home on a Friday and tested the following Friday.

Maths homework to be sent home weekly.
