[bookmark: _GoBack]Next half term in Year 4, the children will be completing works on Science, History and R.E. We will be looking at states of matter in Science. This will include: focussing on grouping materials into the different states and looking at the concept of evaporation and condensation.  In History, we will be focussing on Ancient Greece. In R.E we will be studying, ’What does it mean to be a Sikh in Britain?’. 
Maths  
This half term in Year 4, the focus in our maths lessons will be mainly on multiplication and division. Multiplication tables will be a key focus ready for the multiplication tables check in May. 
English 
This half term in Year 4, we will be writing a recount in the form of a diary and a fact file.
Collective Worship 
This half term is ‘Ordinary Time’ moving to Advent in the church calendar. In our Collective Worship we will be looking at Remembrance and visiting Church to celebrate Christmas. This half term we will be focussing on our school value of understanding.
