Dear Parents/Carers,
What a wonderful half term we have had!  
The children have all worked really hard and making progress with their learning. With next term approaching fast we would like to share some information about what your children will be focusing on and thinking about in school next half term.

Topic

This half term in Year 2, the children will be completing work on science, geography, music and R.E.  We will be looking at humans and materials in science. In geography we will be learning about continents and oceans. In R.E. our topic is what makes some places special to believers?
Maths
This half term, the focus in our maths lessons will continue to be on addition and subtraction. We will compare numbers and solve missing number problems. We will learn more about shape as we describe, create and make patterns with 2D and 3D shapes.
English

In our English sessions we will continue to work on writing more complex sentences by using expanded noun phrases, adjectives and commas in a list. We will be reading and writing about the books Winter Sleep and The Jolly Christmas Postman and writing a recount of our visit. 
Reading
Reading will continue to be incorporated into our daily Read Write Inc lessons. The children will continue to practise their sounds and read daily to develop their fluency and speed of reading, and will bring their book home on a Friday to read with an adult at home. Please read with your child at home as aften as possible each week, sharing your comments with us in your child’s reading record.
Collective Worship
This half term we move through ‘Ordinary Time’ to ‘Advent’ in the church calendar. We will learn more about Remembrance in our Collective Worship.  We will also visit to St. Helen’s church alongside our collective worship lessons to celebrate Christmas.
Other Important Information
The children will be going outside each day at playtime and lunch time so please could you ensure that your child is wearing appropriate clothing and footwear to school every day. If your children wear laced up shoes, practise tying them at home to improve their independence. 
Homework Key Stage 1 (Years 1 and 2)

Homework will be given out on a Friday and should be returned to school no later than Wednesday of each week.
· Weekly spellings- Year 2 will have 10 spellings. These will be sent home on a Friday and tested the following Friday.

· Maths homework set on Infinity weekly. 
· Reading books will be sent home every Friday. The minimum expectation is that your child will be heard read at home by an adult or older sibling, at least once a week.
