As our term comes to an end, we would like to thank you all for your support over Autumn term. It was so lovely to be able to share some of the exciting work we have been doing in class with you at our class parent workshops and class assemblies. 

Please find below details of what the children will be learning about next half term.

Topic

Next half term the children will study science, history, DT, computers and R.E.  We will be looking at materials and plants in science. In history, we will learn about Mary Seacole and Florence Nightingale, and in R.E. our topic is ‘What makes some places special to believers?’
Maths
This half term, our maths lessons we will be solving problems using money.  We will then move onto learning how to multiply and divide and to use our 2, 5 and 10 times tables. 
English

In our English sessions we will continue to develop our handwriting and ability to write correctly punctuated sentences.  We will learn to join two parts of a sentence together using a conjunction to make our writing more interesting. We will also learn the spelling rules for alternative ways to spell the j sound. 
Reading

Reading will continue to be incorporated into our daily Read Write Inc and comprehension lessons. The children will practise their sounds, reading and comprehension skills daily, bringing their reading books home on Fridays. 
Collective Worship

This half term we return to ‘Ordinary Time’ in the church calendar. We will be looking at the school value of resilience. We will also be looking at Epiphany, the New Year, New beginnings and the Chinese New Year.
