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At Sandal Castle VA Community Primary School we believe that: 
Art and Design is a National Curriculum foundation subject that inspires creativity and originality whilst allowing and enabling us to explore and discover our thoughts in a variety of ways. It allows children to communicate what they see, feel and think through the use of colour, texture, tone and material. Sandal Castle believe that Art and Design contributes to the development of the whole child whilst creating a sense of enjoyment, motivation and a sense of purpose for a lot of children. 

Sandal Castle Art Rationale
At Sandal Castle VA Community Primary school, we highly value art within our curriculum and understand it impacts on developing and stimulating creativity and imagination. For many children at Sandal Castle art enables them to explore and discover their own thoughts and feelings in a diverse and cultured way, developing children emotionally, spiritually, intellectually and socially. Art enables our children to communicate what they see, feel and think through the use of colour, texture, tone, and patterns using different materials and processes linked to other artists from a variety of backgrounds, extending their cultural awareness and exploring diversity through art. As a school we take pride in displaying the children’s artwork throughout the school and encourage the children to have responsibility and ownership for what they create.

Aims
· To enable children to record from first-hand experience and from imagination through exploring a wide range of media. 
· To develop creativity and imagination through investigating a range of skills, techniques and processes. 
· To adopt an enjoyment and appreciation of visual art and a knowledge of artists and designers from a wide range of cultures. 
· To involve children in experiencing and learning an artistic visual vocabulary so that they expertise in the application of visual perception and in communicating visually is increased. 
· To explore the work of a wide range of artists, craftspeople, architects and designers. 
· To develop children’s understanding of colour, form, texture, pattern, line, tone, shape and space. 
Teaching and learning
The process of art ensures that the children experience a wide range of activities presented in a structured way which ensures progression through the use of different mediums. Children should have the opportunities to explore and develop skills through the teaching of elements of art such as colour, tone, line, pattern, texture, shape, form and space. Each year group will cover a variety of artists to build on previously learnt skills. 
Developing skills and processes 
Children will be taught a wide range of skills to build on each year and develop from when creating artwork. These skills and competencies will increase in complexity as the child progresses through the curriculum. The process of design should permeate all artwork allowing children to collect, select, assemble and organised a variety of resources and materials. A balanced of artistic activities will include the use of:
· Drawing
· Painting 
· Collage/Mixed media
· Modelling and carving
· Photography
· Exploring the work of a variety of artists, craftspeople and designers including architects. 
Secondary experiences
· Graphic reproductions such as books, magazines, posters, prints and illustrations.
· Collections of natural and manufactured forms and resources.
· Collections of groups of things such as different types of fabrics, objects and materials. 
· Contrasting objects and methods such as old/new, rough/smooth. 
Use of ICT
Children will use ICT to enhance their knowledge in a variety of ways from looking at different artistic techniques and styles to findng out about the cultures and backgrounds of artists, craftspeople and designers. ICT will also be used to draw, design and explore the different elements of art. 
Inclusion for all
At Sandal Castle, children of all abilities are encouraged to participate in and make progress in a wide range of tasks. Activities are differentiated to meet the needs of all children including children with SEND as well as artistically gifted children. Through art, children have the opportunities to express themselves both individually and with others whilst exploring different cultures, styles and expressions. 
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
