John 8:31-32 “Then you will know the truth and the truth will set you free”
Jesus teaches that truth leads to freedom. Being truthful brings inner peace and trust.

Proverbs 12:22 “The Lord detests lying lips, but he delights in people who are trustworthy”
GOD VALUES INTEGRITY - What does integrity mean?
Integrity means being honest and doing the right thing, even when no one is watching. It's about being fair, trustworthy, and having strong morals that guide your choices. For example, it means returning a lost wallet or telling the truth even when it's hard.

Honesty in British values
· Fairness and trust: Honesty is seen as a foundation for fairness and trust, ensuring people are treated as they would expect to be treated.
· Integrity and responsibility: Honesty is linked to having integrity and being truthful, even when it is hard.
· Building relationships: Honesty is essential for building strong, dependable relationships, as it fosters cooperation and mutual respect within a community.

Explanation:
· Christianity is the world’s largest faith.
· Christians speak many languages, worship in different ways, and live out their faith in their own cultures.
· But they all believe in Jesus and try to follow his teaching of love, peace, and forgiveness.
Acts 2:1–12 – Pentecost – “The Holy Spirit helped people from many nations understand each other. God’s love is for everyone, not just one language or country”
Reflection - Christians believe that no matter where you live — a big city, a tiny village, or even a refugee camp — God knows you and loves you. The Church is like one huge family, full of different voices, songs, and ways of praying, but all united in love.

Respect for Justice and Fairness
	What does ‘justice’ mean?
Some people think it is about giving people who do wrong a punishment they deserve. However, this is just one side of justice.
Justice also means giving all people – particularly those who are vulnerable – what is right and fair for them to have – like life, health, education, freedom and dignity.
It is about acting out of concern for what is right and making sure what is right wins.

We talk about ‘social justice’ and this is people working together to get what is right and deserved for those who suffer most and are least able to help or protect themselves.

The Bible emphasises how hugely important ‘justice’ is to God. It is a key part of God’s character.
‘For the LORD is righteous, he loves justice; upright men will see his face’ (Psalm 11:7)

So, JUSTICE is not about everyone insisting on their own rights at the expense of others. It is about acting out of concern for what is right and making sure right wins.

Bible verse:  Let justice and fairness roll on like a river that never runs dry -  Amos 5:24   
Micah 6:8: The Lord God has told us what is right and what he demands: "See that justice is done; let mercy be your first concern, and humbly obey your God."'

Love and Respect

Valentine’s Day reminds us to show love in caring and kind ways, just like Jesus taught.
Bible Link: God’s Love (1 John 4:7–8)
“Dear friends, let us love one another, because love comes from God.”
The Bible teaches that God is the one who shows us perfect love. When we love others—by helping, sharing, or being kind—we are sharing God’s love with the world. Love is not just a feeling—it is something we do. We show love when we help, care, and include others.
Reflection
Valentine’s Day is not just about hearts and cards.
It is a reminder that God loves us, and because of that, we should show love to everyone—our friends, our family, and even people we might not know very well.
In the Bible, Jesus teaches that the most important commandments are:
1. Love God
2. Love your neighbour as yourself — meaning be kind, caring and helpful to others.
“Today, let’s remember that love is something we share, not just something we feel.
Let’s go out and spread kindness, because that’s how we pass on God’s love.”
