Dear Parents/Carers,
Just before we break up for half term, we would like to thank you for your support this term and wish you a happy and safe break. We are writing to give you some information about what your children will be learning about in school when they return after the break. 


Topic
This half term in Year 6, the children will be completing work on Science, RE, PSHE and Computing. We will be looking at The Circulatory System in Science and have a very exciting workshop planned to launch this topic. We will also be celebrating British Science Week on w/c 9th March 2026. We will continue developing our coding skills in Computing, and will be learning about compassion in PSHE. Our RE topic will focus on the big question: ‘What difference does the resurrection make for Christians?’. We are also looking forward to celebrating our very first Sandal Castle careers week, ‘Little Learners, Big Dreams’, in the w/c 16th March.

Maths  
During this half term, children will continue to work in their focus groups based on their most recent test results. This will mean that each pupil will be reaching a more in depth understanding on certain topics and skills which will help them progress and build confidence on the lead up to SATs and we will be revising key topics and skills to aid children’s progression in arithmetic, reasoning and problem solving.

English 
At the start of the half term, we will be looking at writing a narrative story based on a short film called ‘Catch A Lot’. We will then be moving on to writing a non-chronological report on the human heart using our knowledge from our Science lessons.

Reading
Reading will be incorporated during our Daily Comprehension lessons as well as our weekly Read and Respond lessons. The children will read daily to continue to develop reading skills, such as retrieval, inference, define and summarise and use these skills to answer questions. In addition to their comprehension lessons, we will continue our weekly Read and Respond lessons and look forward to celebrating World Book Day in school on Thursday 5th March 2026. 

Collective Worship 
This half term we will be holding Collective Worship lessons every day, with two of those sessions being held in the hall with the chance for pupils across KS2 to come together. These wider sessions will be held by the headteacher or deputy headteacher, in which they will introduce the different theme for each week. We will then continue to explore the different themes throughout the week within the classroom as children will get the chance to explore, share and create. This half term, our theme will be Lent.

Other Important Information 
The children will be going outside each day at playtime and lunch time so please could you ensure that appropriate clothing and footwear is in school every day, this includes a coat as we head into the coldest months of the academic year. Children are expected to wear their full school uniform to school every day, which includes:
Red school polo, blue school jumper/leavers’ hoodie, grey or black school trousers/shorts/skirt or a red summer dress and grey or black shoes. 
In addition to this, children will be required to wear their school PE kit on PE days. This includes:

Red (plain or with school logo) t-shirt, red jumper or black hoodie, grey/black shorts or trousers and trainers.
Children are allowed to wear watches and a small pair of stud earrings to school, but can children please refrain from wearing any other jewellery that is not part of our uniform policy. Please remember children must not wear earrings or any other jewellery on PE days due to health and safety reasons.
