This half term in Year 4, the children will be completing works on science, history and R.E. We will be looking at electricity in science. This will include: focussing on the components of circuits, making circuits and drawing circuits.  In history, we will be focussing on Roman Britain. In R.E we will be continuing to study, ’What is the Trinity’. 
Maths  
This half term in Year 4, the focus in our maths lessons will be mainly on fractions. Multiplication tables will be a key focus ready for the multiplication tables check in June. 
English 
This half term in Year 4, we will be writing a recount and a character description.
Collective Worship 
This half term we will be looking at the Christian season of Lent, leading to Easter celebrations and a visit to St Helen’s church. In our Collective Worship, we will be focussing on our school value of creativity.
Book Bags/Reading Book Changing
Children will bring their school reading book into school EVERY DAY, as they will be reading on a daily basis. Their books will then be changed and returned as and when required.  
Homework
Homework will be handed out on a Friday and needs to be returned the following Wednesday. Please ensure children complete their homework as this will support learning that has taken place in class.  
Maths homework is set online using White Rose Infinity. Children will also receive a spelling task to be completed in their green homework books. If you have any difficulties in accessing the maths homework, please let your child’s teacher know.
Children should also read aloud at least once a week to an adult and this should be recorded in their reading diary.
