Next half term in Year 4, the children will be completing work on science, history and R.E. We will be continuing our work on electricity and beginning to explore habitats and food chains. This will include focusing on different habitats, how animals and plants depend on each other, and how food chains work. In history, we will be focussing on the legacy of the Roman culture. In R.E we will be studying ‘When Jesus left, what was the impact of Pentecost?’. 
Maths  
This half term in Year 4, the focus in our maths lessons will be mainly on decimals. Multiplication tables will be a key focus ready for the multiplication tables check in June. 
English 
This half term in Year 4, we will be writing a formal letter and a recount based around our residential. 
Collective Worship 
This half term we will enter the Christian season of Easter in our Collective Worship. In our Collective Worship lessons, we will be producing work about St George’s Day, belonging and World Laughter Day. We will be focussing on our school value of inclusion.
