Dear Parents/Carers,
Happy half term! We would like to give you some information about what your children will be focusing on and thinking about in school this half term. 

Maths  
This half term in Year 3, the focus in our Maths lessons will be learning more about fractions and money. We would like to thank you for your ongoing support with times table practise and ask that you continue to encourage your child to go on TT Rockstars on a regular basis.  We will also continue to work on our fluency when using the four operations in our daily retention work. 
English 
This half term in Year 3, we will begin by looking to create an explanation text based on the book ‘Lost and Found’ by Oliver Jeffers. 

In our Read and Respond lesson, we will be finishing our story of ‘Cool’ by Michael Murpurgo. 
History
We will be travelling back in time 5000 years to Ancient Egypt! We will begin to learn about Egyptian life by looking at artefacts and what was important to people in those times. We will learn about mummification and begin to understand how we know about all of these amazing facts thousands of years in the past.

Science
This half term in Year 3, we will learn about light and then move onto a study of plants. We will be identifying and describing the functions of different parts of flowering plants and carrying out a practical experiment to observe and record the requirements of plants for life and growth. We will also be investigating how water is transported in plants, naming the different parts of a flower and explaining their role in pollination and fertilisation. We will develop our understanding of the life cycle of a flowering plant and order the different stages involved. 
R.E./Collective Worship 
During RE lessons this half we will be finishing our learning about Hinduism and what it means to be a Hindu in Britain today.  We will then look at ‘how and why do believers show their commitments in the journey of life?’
In Collective Worship we will be focusing on our school value of creativity as well as reflecting upon our big questions, which will be published in the weekly newsletter. We will also be exploring themes of Easter and Pentecost.  
Homework 
Homework will be handed out on a Friday and needs to be returned the following Wednesday. Please ensure children complete their homework as this will support learning that has taken place in class.  
Each week for homework, children will be expected to complete a maths quiz on the weeks learning through White Rose Maths.
They will also need to learn the spellings set each week in preparation for their spelling test on a Friday. 

Children should also read aloud at least once a week to an adult and this should be recorded in their reading diary.
Book Bags/Reading Book Changing

Children need to bring in their reading books every day so that adults can listen to them in school.  Reading books will be changed once they have been read.  Children need to read at least once per week at home and this need recording in their reading record by an adult.
