[bookmark: _Hlk176444856]As the children begin their final half term in Year 4, we would like to provide you with some information as to what your children will be focusing during this half term. 
This half term, the children will be completing works in Science, Geography and R.E. We will be looking at, Digestion, Habitats and Food Chains in Science. This will include focussing on the impact humans have on habitats, constructing and interpreting food chains. In Geography, we will be focussing on Mountains. In R.E we will be studying ‘How and why do believers show their commitments in the journey of life?’. 
Maths  
This half term in Year 4, the focus in our maths lessons will be mainly on shape, statistics, position and direction. The multiplication tables check will be taking place on the first week back to school. Please continue to do as much practice as possible at home. 
English 
This half term in Year 4, we will be writing explanatory writing as well as a narrative piece. 
Collective Worship 
This half term we will enter ordinary time in Collective Worship. In our Collective Worship lessons, we will be producing work about Pentecost, the King’s birthday, our school motto and parable. We will be focussing on all of our school values.
Book Bags/Reading Book Changing
Children will bring their school reading book into school EVERY DAY, as they will be reading on a daily basis. Their books will then be changed and returned as and when required.  
Homework
Homework will be handed out on a Friday and needs to be returned the following Wednesday. Please ensure children complete their homework as this will support learning that has taken place in class.  
Maths homework is set online using White Rose Infinity. Children will also receive a spelling task to be completed in their green homework books. If you have any difficulties in accessing the maths homework, please let your child’s teacher know.
Children should also read aloud at least once a week to an adult, and this should be recorded in their reading diary.
