Maths
We continue to use numbers up to 20 and start to use Rekenrek counting frames to help us solve number sentences with speed.
Expressive Arts & Design
We are going to take inspiration from famous artists including Vincent van Gogh to create flower images.
Phonics
We will be continuing our daily RWI phonics lessons with a focus on blending words and recognising red words. Please continue to read daily at home.
