Dear Parents/Carers,
As we are heading into Summer 2, we would like to take the opportunity to thank you all for your support in regards to the Year 6 SATs. The children have all worked incredibly hard and we are all now looking forward to celebrating their last term at Sandal Castle. Please see below an outline of the key information about what your children will be focusing on and thinking about in school throughout the next half term.  

Topic
This half term in Year 6, the children will learning about variation and adaptation in Science, where they will partake in investigations in order to explain how living things have adapted and evolved over time. In RE this half term, we will be considering the question ‘What kind of King is Jesus?’ We will also be learning about Monarchs over time in History and studying the UK in Geography. In PSHE, we will be looking at balancing doing and being.

Maths  
During this half term, children will apply their mathematical knowledge from throughout the year to take part in group projects. This may include: designing their own classroom, planning their own holiday and designing their own farm.. We will be focusing on retention of key learning in order to aid children’s progression in arithmetic, reasoning and problem solving.

English 
Throughout our English lessons, we will continue to base our writing on the Harry Potter series of books, writing for a range of purposes. We will also be looking at playscripts as we begin to prepare for our end of school production, School of Rock.

Reading
Read and Respond lessons will continue to be taught weekly. We will be reading a chapter of ‘The First Year’ by Matt Goodfellow each week and completing a range of activities linked to the text. This will also support the children with regards to transitioning into high school as they follow our protagonist Nate as he navigates this transition.

Collective Worship 
This half term we will continue to have Collective Worship lessons every day, with two of those sessions being held in the hall with the chance for pupils across KS2 to come together. These wider sessions will be held by the headteacher, Mrs Butterworth, or the deputy head, Mr McFarlane, in which they will introduce the different theme for each week. We will then continue to explore the different themes throughout the week within the classroom as children will get the chance to explore, share and create.
Other Important Information 
There has been a change to the timetable with regards to the class which will have Forest School. We are also excited to be picking swimming lessons back up for all children this term! Please see below for the days your children will have swimming, PE and Forest School. Please ensure children wear their school PE kit on PE days, bring their swimming kit on swimming days and have appropriate outdoor clothing for Forest School sessions as the weather turns warmer.
